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Configuration

The server (Service Centre) will be installed at the Operating Centre. The client will be installed in the
ambulance or the doctor’s vehicle and will receive the data from the on-board medical devices over the serial
connection. The data is then sent to the server using the IP protocol over a GPRS connection.
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How it works

If the on-board unit uses a serial port, medRouter creates a secure
connection between the on-board unit and the central unit. It works
as a VPN concentrator and creates a VPN connection over the
transport network used (e.g. GPRS/UMTS). There is the option to
use an extra device to connect the VPN concentrator to the medical
report station.

If the on-board unit uses the IP protocol (TCP or UDP) to connect
over an ethernet or bluetooth interface, the IP address is automatically
assigned to medRouter by the DHCP service.

If the on-board unit has a modem (with a serial or bluetooth
connection) to connect to the Internet, medRouter uses a modem
and ISP emulator (virtual ISP) to create a PPP connection, over which
a private IP address is assigned. A secure connection between the
gateway and the VPN concentrator is then created.
